Finance
Last year we welcomed Robert Park to the Committee as our Treasurer. Rob has worked hard in managing our financials, a task not made easy by continuing increases in operating costs and one off ‘surprise’ hits to our expenditure. We are very fortunate to have Rob on board, and I would like to thank him for all his continuing efforts.

Membership
The Club’s membership numbers are more or less the same as last year, with court usage on the up.
Subscriptions of course remain the Clubs main source of income and a slight increase in rates introduced for some membership categories has resulted in a healthy level of income.
I am thankful to Rollo Bramwell who continues to work hard in managing our membership and, along with the Committee, continues to explore ways of promoting membership levels.

Juniors
With over 65 juniors, our Club’s junior academy, led by Declan Wainwright, is now one of the largest in Kent. Open to all abilities, from complete beginner to nationally ranked juniors, our academy aims to provide affordable, inclusive and high-quality junior squash.
Our academy continues to perform very strongly and develop some very talented junior squash players who have achieved some amazing success. Three of our juniors, Abby Bradshaw (GU13), Tom Wainwright (BU15) and Theo Adoki (BU15) were selected to represent Kent in the 2025 Intercounty Championships. Theo and Tom played in the Finals in Sheffield helping the Kent boys u15 team win the National Intercounty plate title! Many of our juniors are now competing in England Squash sanctioned tournaments testing themselves against nationally ranked juniors. 
Congratulations to Tom Wainwright who won the David Lloyd BU15 Junior Open, Cam Hampton who won the BU13 Limpsfield Open title and Joseph Smith for winning the BU13 title in the Bromley Open. Our academy now has an impressive 7 juniors who feature in the September England National Rankings.  Well done to Abby Bradshaw (England GU15 no 59); Cam Hampton (England BU13 no 62); Joseph Smith (England BU13 no 142); Tom Wainwright (England BU15 no 63); Theo Adoki (England BU15 no 70); Noah Chaturvedi (England BU15 no 192); Tom Wainwright (England BU17 no 92)
We continue to support squash in local secondary schools, including Skinners and Bennett Memorial Schools, with much success. An impressive 5 of our juniors played in the 2025 England Schools National finals in Birmingham achieving considerable success. Tom Wainwright, Joseph Smith, Abby Bradshaw and Imogen Holland were part of the Bennett School Squash team winning a bronze medal for finishing 3rd nationally in the KS3 mixed team event. Milly Anscomb helped the Sevenoaks school team to become National Plate champions in the KS3 event.  
A big thank you also to our brilliant coaches, Nick and Zeb, and parent volunteers too.
